p. viii, footnote 10 reads

… the finger substitution is an absolute necessity.



It should read

… the finger substitution is an absolute necessity. Actually many passages in the earlier Well-Tempered Clavier vol. I (1722) are unplayable without the substitution.

p.xii, last paragraph, 3rd line reads 


"...into the his/hers own copy ..."

It should read

... into his/her own copy...".

p.xviii, first paragraph reads

“…For the different octaves in the musical range, this publication follows a notation commonly found in the English-speaking world:”



It should read

“… For the different octaves in the musical range, this publication follows Helmholtz’s notation, in common use in texts in English:”

p. 12 (PDF p. 77), bar 21: 

The first demisemiquaver is b'' flat, but the note is engraved in a c''' position, and a copy with Bach’s handwritten corrections has an added horizontal line, thus implying that Bach meant indeed c'''.

Conversely, on the same bar, 8 notes later, the group of 4 demisemiquavers ends on a c''', but most copies have a b'' flat, and this is also our recommended correction.
